The “Earn Your Way to Camp” promotion!

Put your camper’s name and birth date on the top line and the name of the friend 

you are referring on the second line. Send the form in to the CYC office. Once your friend registers and pays their $100 

nonrefundable deposit, you will be credited $25 towards your camp fee.
